a. Written report received from Cllr Bryant states: 
A "Race Night" was held at the G&E Village Hall during the Coronation Bank Holiday weekend.  The event was a sell out and enjoyed by all.  Many thanks to Linda Harvey & Jim Jones for their time and enthusiasm.  After payment to Goracing, of £260, the Village Hall made a profit of £377 which is going into a roofing fund.
A shutter has been fitted to the kitchen hatch, reducing disturbance from the kitchen into activities in the main hall.

Work has been completed at the entrance of the hall to widen the access plus the erection of a large bollard to try to avoid future damage to the kitchen roof.

Unfortunately, a resident's car window was broken whilst in the Village Hall car park.  The police were informed.

Councillor Linda Harvey is happy to sit on the Village Hall Management Committee as the Parish Council representative, replacing Councillor Janine Bryant.
The hall will be closed for a week during August for the sanding and resealing of the hall floor.
